La
prova orale mira a valutare se lo studente abbia conoscenza e comprensione
degli argomenti e abbia acquisito competenza interpretativa. L’esaminando
ottiene la valutazione minima se ha conoscenza basilare degli argomenti
affrontati nel corso e del linguaggio tecnico, e dimostra capacita' autonome di
organizzazione dei contenuti e della loro applicazione di base. La valutazione
sara' di 30/30 con eventuale lode se gli obiettivi sono raggiunti in maniera
eccellente. La valutazione finale e' espressa in trentesimi.

Per gli studenti frequentanti il corso, nella settimana di sospensione dell'attivita'
didattica, e' previsto lo svolgimento di una verifica intermedia tramite una prova
strutturata scritta tesa ad accertare il possesso delle abilita, capacita' e
competenze previste. La prova consistera’ di almeno 10 domande e durera’
circa un'ora. La valutazione finale e' espressa in trentesimi.

Per gli studenti che hanno sostenuto la prova intermedia, la valutazione finale
verra' calcolata come media ponderata dei voti riportati nella prova scritta e in
quella orale (con pesi dati da: prova intermedia 20%, prova orale 80%).

LEARNING OUTCOMES Knowledge and understanding

Knowledge and understanding of the theories on dynamic psychology, with a
particular emphasis on theories on mental functioning.

Applying knowledge and understanding

Application of theoretical and methodological skills to clinical contexts with
regard to fundamental elements of various theories of dynamic psychology.
Making judgements

Acquisition of the capacity to work independently, with a critical and aware
approach, demonstrating to know to take operational decisions in relation to the
needs and the problems encountered in different situations.

Communication

Acquisition of skills of description and synthesis and use of an appropriate
psychological lexicon.

Lifelong learning skills

Achieving an expertise in individual study. Achieving good ability to apply
knowledge to solve concrete proposals situations.

ASSESSMENT METHODS The oral examination which will consist of an interview, must ascertain the

possession of skills and subject knowledge provided by the course. The
candidate will have to answer at least three/four questions posed orally, on all
parties covered by the program, with reference to the recommended texts. Final
assessment aims to evaluate whether the student has knowledge and
understanding of the topics as well as he/she has acquired the capacity to
interpret and independent judgment of concrete cases. The pass mark will be
reached when the student shows knowledge and understanding of the subjects
at least in general terms; he/she will also have presentation and argumentative
skills as to allow the transmission of his/her knowledge to the examiner. Below
this threshold, the examination will be insufficient. Grades are expressed in
thirtieths. Mark will be 30/30 cum laude if objectives will be optimally reached.
Students who attend the course could, during the suspension of lessons, take a
structured written exam. The exam, composed of at least 10 questions, will be
aimed at assessing acquisitions reached during the course and it will last
approximately one hour. Grades are expressed in thirtieths.

For students who take the written exam, final assessment is the average of
written (20%) and oral (80%) grades.
