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PREREQUISITES At the beginning of the course (October) , a good familiarity with the ltalian

linguistic and metalinguistic elements is required. Since Practical exercises (=
Esercitazioni) in Spanish with native Spanish speaking teachers begin in
October, at the end of the first semester, the student must have acquired Al /
A2 level.

LEARNING OUTCOMES KNOWLEDGE AND ABILITY TO UNDERSTAND: the student will have acquired

linguistic and cultural knowledge about the language studied. This knowledge
makes interpersonal communication possible and is important for personal
growth and for further studies that allow to complete the first cycle. Specifically,
A2/B1 level.

APPLYING KNOWLEDGE AND UNDERSTANDING: The students can apply
their knowledge and understanding to interpersonal communicative situations.
They succeed in facing a lot of the situations that can be introduced traveling in
areas where Spanish is spoken. They are able to participate to conversations
about family, personal, daily life, hobbies, job...

MAKING JUDGMENTS: The student is able to look for and to use data to
formulate answers to well defined and concrete problems (conversations about
family, personal life, daily life...).

COMMUNICATION: the student can interact with English native speakers, to
communicate information and ideas about personal and daily life (A2/B1 level).
He can describe and tell stories, with connecting easy expressions,
experiences, opinions, sensations.... He can Write simple texts about the same
subjects.

LIFELONG LEARNING SKILLS: The student has learning skills to undertake
further studies with the autonomy of A2/B1 level

ASSESSMENT METHODS Written and oral exam:

The assessment is carried out of 30.

EDUCATIONAL OBJECTIVES The course has two independent, but closely related, objectives: 1) the

acquisition of the linguistic, communicative, pragmatic, discursive and
intercultural skills of A2 / B1 level; 2) the introduction to the Translation between
similar languages (Spanish-Italian and Italian-Spanish) of short non-literary texts.

TEACHING METHODS Frontal lessons; laboratory lessons.

Between one meeting and another, the students will normally perform short
translations or other consolidation / deepening exercises.
